The apartment is well shaded with plenty of cross-flow ventilation. Temperatures in the dry season sit
around 18 degrees in the mornings and around 28 degrees throughout the day. In the wet season
temperatures sit around 26 ¢ 34 degrees. To maximise natural cooling, maximise airflow: open all doors,
windows, curtains and louvres, and switch on the overhead fans.

The apartment is also fitted with airconditioning. Please consider the environment and only use the aircond
when necessary, and always turn it off before you go out. The main unit has super-fast cooling capacity, so it
only takes a few minutes to cool the whole house down. Please ensure all doors and windows are closed
when you have the aircond on.
