We don't use any of the harsh chemicals
or heat-drying that youQ get from commercial laundries. And we don't need to iron our sheets. *Green Tip*
Consider drying you washing on the outside line rather than in the dryer C it drys in about the same amount
of time and smells fresher.

PEST CONTRO:1LWe don't like creepy-crawlies just as much as the next person. Our properties are treated
for bugs every six months, using the most naturally-based and least environmentally damaging products
available. *Green Tip* Don@kill the geckos! They are part of the natural eco-system, they won®@harm you,
and are considered good luck! So are green tree frogs.

HOoT WATER There's no water shortage in Darwin, and there's no hot water shortage either! Most of our
properties are fitted with solar hot water systems, meaning the water is heated by the sun and you can use
as much of it as you want.

BIN LINERS when you arrive you'll find your bin liner is a regular everyday plastic shopping bag - why
throw them out and purchase bin liners when they serve the same purpose? *Green Tip* Separate your
rubbish into recyclables and non-recyclables ¢ only put the non-recyclables in the bin.

RECYCLINGEvery property has two wheelie bins - the red-lid is for regular rubbish, and the yellow lid is for
recyclables eg glass, plastic and useable paper. Please dispose of rubbish appropriately.
